
NAATI CCL exam allows hopeful migrants to claim extra 5 points from the immigration 

point test. This is not a new element for the Australia migration visa system and this has 

been there throughout.  

The COVID pandemic has caused many adverse impacts for ongoing visa applications 

mainly due to the long processing holdup the immigration executed on acceptance of state 

nomination applications.  Some applicants are currently facing skills point’s reductions 

due to various circumstances that are technical and specific to the prevailing migration 

law. Further some of the applicants find it hard to meet the tight entrance points 

requirements the regions impose.  So NAATI CCL exam would possibly bypass such tricky 

situations mentioned above   and helps candidates to enhance their marks followed by a 

very lenient examination process.  

 

The Credentialed Community Language Test (CCL) is an assessment of language abilities 

at a community level and is administered by the National Accreditation Authority for 

Translators and Interpreters Ltd (NAATI). 

 

Is NAATI exam difficult? 

NAATI is not a very difficult exam like IELTS or PTE. Most candidates clear it in their first 

attempt with 15 days of practice. 

 

Is it easy to pass NAATI CCL? 

The NAATI CCL Test is relatively easier to crack, as compared to other exams that the 

NAATI holds. The test takes about half an hour to complete, and its utility in the form of the

How much is the NAATI CCL test? 

CCL Test fees: AUD$121(application)+ $800(testing) 

 

What is fee of NAATI? 

Certification Test Review Fee (per application) $220. Certification Supplementary Test Fee 

(conditions apply) $165. CCL Test Review (per application) $165. Test Cancellation Fee (This 

is the percentage of the testing fee that NAATI will withhold) 25% – if you cancel more than 

5 weeks before your test. 

 

How long is NAATI valid for? 

three years 

Generally, NAATI skills assessments are valid for three years. 

 

How do you get 5 points on NAATI? 

You are required to infer the segments from English to Sinhala or Tamil and vice versa. You 

need an overall score of 63 marks or more in the CCL Assessment Test with a minimum of 

29 out of 45 marks in each dialogue in order to achieve 5 points. 

 

Is NAATI still online? 

To allow our test venues to be used for Certification tests we have made the decision 

that all future CCL tests will be conducted online. NAATI is committed to ensuring the 

health and safety of all staff and candidates during in-person testing.
